■ Vacuum-assisted slug removal for greater
process safety during punching.

Flexibility through Automation

The integrated automation of the TRUMATIC
2020 FMC compact offers a high degree of
flexibility for workpiece handling. Automation
units  load  the  material  for  processing  and
off-load the finished Micro-Joint sheets. In
addition to this, parts measuring up to 200 x
200 mm can be ejected through a chute and
sorted into containers. For the operator, effort
is reduced to a minimum. This concept guaran-
tees you full flexibility right from the outset.

The speed of a machine is evidenced by its
high stroke rates and fast tool change-over
times.

The TRUMATIC 2020 FMC compact features
stroke rates of up to 900 per minute for
punching and 2200 per minute when marking.
Thanks to the hydraulic punching head, even
forming is possible at almost punching speed.

For processing sensitive materials, the stripper
force can be reduced to a pre-set value. Activa-
tion is by means of programmed command
and individually for each tool.

The machine’s ease of operation and good
accessibility are invaluable especially during
setup.

High-speed fabrication requires not only a fast
machine but swift production readiness is of
equal importance. A sophisticated tooling
system, coupled with a linear magazine which
is easy to set up, are indispensable for flexi-
ble response in manufacturing.

TRUMPF tools are assembled in cartridges. The
tool set can be readied off-line while the
machine is running a job. Setup itself is accom-
plished in one quick easy step. The linear
arrangement of the tools provides for a good
overview. All magazine stations in the linear
magazine can hold tools of maximum dia-
meter and of any type.

Since all tools can be rotated, overall tool
requirements are greatly reduced. Through the
use of TRUMPF Multitools, each station can
hold a total of 10 tools. Spray tool lubrication
helps to enhance tool longevity.

■ Variable forming height for shortest pos-
sible forming strokes

operation is quick and easy. The comfortable
user interface, a TRUMPF development, fo-
cuses on the operator’s activities. An inte-
grated online help answers questions as they
arise. It goes without saying that a sophis-
ticated diagnostic concept including Tele-
service is integrated.

ToPs 2000 is a shopfloor programming system.
It is part of the standard machine configura-
tion and ideally complements the ToPs 300
programming system. Easy networking of the
systems ensures data consistency for NC
programming.
